President Cook’s Statement on BFHS - City of Attleboro MOA
August 20, 2015

I would like to thank the residents on both sides of this issue who contacted me and
shared their thoughts, concerns, and ideas. Perhaps, like all of us, | have friends and
supporters on both sides of this issue. | also want to thank those who attended the public
hearing in January and the public forum which Councilor Thibodeau held two weeks
ago.

I sincerely appreciate the efforts of Councilor Thibodeau to address this issue,
conducting his own brand of “shuttle diplomacy” to try and come up with an agreement
to minimize the impact on the neighborhood while still meeting the expressed needs of
Bishop Feehan High School.

Having heard from the people, and as the elected representative of Ward 3, | am most
concerned about the residents who will be most directly impacted - the residents of
Harvard, Yale, and Tufts. Like these residents, | too live on a dead-end street. People
usually deliberately choose to live on such a street for the quietness and safety it offers. |
have walked these streets - and also went onto the Bishop Feehan campus to view
Harvard Street from their perspective - and spoken with many of the residents.

While this proposal will help to address the safety concerns of the high school students, |
am worried about the safety of the residents. For example, there will be children walking
down to the intersection of Harvard and North to get their school bus at the same time
that approximately 300 cars will be coming up Harvard Street. This is particularly
troubling when there will be snow banks and the sidewalks will be blocked with snow.
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Every resident of these streets that | spoke with are opposed to the idea, many of whom
expressed these same concerns a decade ago when we last faced this issue. Accordingly,
as their - the people most impacted by this decision - elected representative, | will not be
supporting this motion. Thank you.
